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The annual meeting of the ProGeo Northern
European Working Group will be held in
Gda#sk, Poland in 6-10 September 2010.
The meeting continues the tradition of conferences
that brings together European scientists interested
in geological heritage.

The conference in northern Poland, Pomerania, will focus first of all on
geodiversity and geoheritage but also on biodiversity as well as on
archaeological and cultural heritage. The main idea of the conference
is to provide the platform for exchange the ideas, information and
establish closer co-operation between geologists, biologists and
archaeologists. The interactions between geology, geomorphology
and biodiversity are still poorly understood, in spite of that important
for nature conservation geosites and biotops are associated very
often. The same, geological and cultural heritage are found together
but recorded and presented in separate reports.

Kaszuby

Gdansk

is a historical and geographical region in northern Poland
(Eastern Pomerania) stretches from the Slupia River basin to the delta
of the Vistula. Geographically, it encompasses two different
landscape zones; the coast and, more inland, the lake districts.
Kaszuby Lakeland represents typical young post glacial landscape
with frontal moraine ridges, outwash plains, deep subglacial tunnel
valleys and lakes. Coast of the Baltic Sea in the Kaszuby region is
formed by dunes and sandy beaches as well as by cliffs. Kaszuby over
the centuries has been a land of many cultures and influences
Slavonic, German and even Scandinavian - which has left its imprint
on the local art and architecture.
On the eastern part of Kaszuby region lies the capital of Pomerania

, located on the southern coast of the Gulf of Gdansk. Gdansk
is a city with a thousand years of history and full of priceless
monuments of the past.

The Organizing Committee provides two days for oral and poster
presentations and two one-day field excursions.
The Symposium will begin and end in the city of Gdansk.
Gdansk can be reached by flight from many cities in Europe several
times per day, by train from Warsaw and by ferry from Stockholm,
Sweden.
